Everybody had the same textiles and products. And yet people 
who live side by side are so distanced from one another 
believing only their problems are one of a kind. Now with all the 
stuff on the counters the walls are getting even thicker. With the 
collection I wanted to break out of the loop and let the 
transformed old textiles out between the four walls bringing 
along good memories.

For years my mother was collecting old textiles, bed sheets and 
curtains. If those fabrics could speak, oh man, they would have 
written essays about my granny’s apron, from my dolls clothes 
to the mental hospital pajamas.     
After my mom passed, these textiles were left to gather dust. 
Using only textiles from Soviet times – giving them a new look 
with experimental techniques (dyeing, starching, printing) and 
mixing the fl ower patterns with architectural forms.

Items with views on Khrushchyovka concrete panel houses are 
a collaboration with Ott Piibeman (screen printing) and Hannes 
Paldrok (photos from the exhibition “Block Life”). 

The collection was demonstrated through a performance at 
ERKI Fashion Show 2021 and the remaining pieces were 
combined in to an exhibition “Post OKTA” at Tase´22.

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The study started in search of the perfect blue dye from the nature of 
Estonia. As it turns out it’s not that simple. Even tough growing up my 

mother and grandmother had given me a proper schooling about fabric and 
yarn dyeing with natures gifts. In nature blue is overall pretty rare, even 

harder is to get it on the fabric. In the end we got the confirmation that it is 
much more easier to get brown or purple results.

Spending my summers in a farm with my grandma I heard a lot of different 
old sayings. One that caught my attention was that our cockroach died as 

well - “mede prussakas suri ka ära”
If somebody starts telling you about their lost in the farm it’s important to 
mention that your cockroach died as well. So all your animals would be 

safe and sound.

From 7 siblings my fathers mother traveled to Estonia from Karelia. 
Trough the course I learned about the traditions and life of my nomadic 

grandparents. When always traveling less is more and never forget to pack 
the good vibes. Their traditional clothing isn’t that different from Estonia 

but the lace women headpiece is definitely one of a kind and got me really 
inspired.

I wanted to take an element from both of my grandmas and incorporate 
it in to my ethnic work. The headpiece from Karelia inspired me with the 

silhouette and with the crisscross stitch added the native saying from 
Mulgimaa on the outfit.

The course ended with an Exhibition “Eesti oma sinine” where for addition 
to the costumes and photos we presented meters of search results for the 

perfect blue.
